GÂNDIREA DETERMINISTĂ

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Abstract: The purpose of this paper is to present some of the main characteristics of  the deterministic model of thinking and to show how most of our activities have roots in this cognitive model. A thinking model is actually a cognitive approximation of the real processes from our environment, which is by its intrinsic nature infinite in all dimensions. A deterministic event is a certain event, its occcurence probability being equal to one. Such an event is important in management because it is measurable, predictable and easily controllable. Most of our education is based on deterministic models of thinking. However, life is based on random events with different occurence probabilities. Life is full of uncertainties which cannot be processed by using deterministic models. Managerial decisions made in conditions of uncertainty generate risks. In order to identify, evaluate and accept risks we need to develop new thinking models based on random events.
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
