TENDINŢE ÎN EVOLUŢIA ÎNVĂŢĂMÂNTULUI TEHNIC SUPERIOR DIN EUROPA
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Abstract: The development of the Engineering Education was settled at the meeting of the Ministers of Education in Berlin last September 2003, where some of the purposes initially fixed for 2010 have been anticipated for 2005. High Education units has to modify theirs curricula, as well as theirs teaching methods to face a period of rapid evolution, due to the enlargement of the EU and the consequent increase in complexity of all challenges, but also for the exponentially growing mass information of science. In order to facilitate the access of all graduate engineering high-education people from the EU countries at a specifically job; do not matter in which country that is part of EU, a common structure of high-education is imperious. This common structure will assure the acknowledgement of the diploma for undergraduate and postgraduate students given by the high-education units, doesn’t mater from which country that belongs to the EU. Another goal of the common structure implementation is to assure the access of the students and engineers, on one hand and the universities on the other hand, at training programs, respectively research, financed by the EU founds. The main idea of this strategy is to assure the same chance for the late members’ countries of the EU as well as for the future members in 2007, to participate at the labor market optimization, or programs regarding research and development.
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
