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Abstract: Two nongovernmental organizations interested in the integrated development of the competitiveness – Chambre of Commerce, Industry and Agriculture of Timişoara (CCIAT) and The Romanian Association of Managers and Engineers Economists (AMIER), - proposed in February 2004 the program called the COMPETITIVE ROMANIA. This proposal was officially made public on February 27th 2004 at the CCIAT at the “Banat – top of lance for investments and development” seminar, in the presence of Mircea Geoană – the Romanian Foreign Affairs Minister, Horia Ciocârlie – the Timiş County Prefect, Gheorghe Ciuhandu – the Timişoara Mayor. The authors of the initiative are convinced that Romania can and must get out of the narrow-minded logic of the macro-stability, and that it can and must quickly develop its competitiveness at all levels. The main goal of the program is to provide the means that would help Romania reach the top 10 (15) of the IDM world’s competitiveness rankings by 2040.
