Abstract: The study aimed to determine the attitudes among the adult population in Brasov towards broadcasting and publishing. The study was carried out in Brasov, Romania using a carefully configured and pre-tested questionnaire as the instrument for data collection. The study showed that written local media is chosen by the relevant information contained. Over 50% of the interviewed subjects listen to local radio stations and use as a prime choosing criterion the quality of radio’s reception. The same prime criterion is used when selecting a local television station. All 3 cases suggest there are some important programs that Brasov’s inhabitant’s miss. The data obtained in this study has been compared to the results of other 2 studies from March and July of the same year. 
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
